Farm Visit Advice this Easter

Following the simple rules listed below will help to keep you and your children safe from infections that may
be found on open or petting farms. Vulnerable groups need to take particular care as infections acquired
from animals can be harmful to them: for pregnant women this also includes their unborn baby.

Things to do:
¢ Follow any rules and guidelines provided by the farm staff
¢ Wash your hands thoroughly with soap and warm running water after you have touched animals,
fences or other surfaces where animals may have been, and dry your hands with paper towels
e Supervise children closely and ensure that they wash their hands thoroughly using liquid soap and
warm running water
e Wash your hands thoroughly with soap and water before eating or drinking
¢ When visiting a farm, only eat and drink in picnic areas or cafes
* Try to avoid wearing open-toed shoes. At the end of your visit remove and clean boots or shoes and
clean pushchair wheels. Then wash your hands thoroughly with soap and warm running water
¢ If you have held or had contact with an animal wash clothing at 40C or hotter when you return home.

Things to avoid:
* Touching your face or mouth while petting animals or walking around the farm
* Kissing or putting your face close to farm animals eating or drinking while touching animals or walking
around the farm; this includes avoiding eating sweets, crisps or chewing gum
e Eating anything that has fallen on the floor
¢ Using sanitising gels or wipes instead of washing hands with liquid soap and warm running water.
Sanitising gels and wipes do not remove the type of bugs found on farms effectively

TICKS — Be Tick Aware

Another aspect to consider for outdoor activities is ticks, which are most active between spring and autumn
and which can sometimes transmit diseases such as Lyme disease.

There are many actions that can be taken to prevent tick bites, and to remove ticks safely if needed.

Tick advice
The best way to avoid being bitten by ticks when out walking is to keep to footpaths and avoid long grass.
Other advice to people walking in areas known to have a high tick population is to:

e Wear appropriate clothing (a long-sleeve shirt and trousers tucked into socks)

e Use an insect repellent

e Wear light-coloured fabrics that may help spot a tick on clothing

e Inspect your skin for ticks, particularly at the end of the day, including your head, neck and skin folds

(armpits, groin and waist)
e Ask parents and carers to check their children’s head and neck areas, including their scalp

How to remove a tick

If you do get bitten by a tick, removing it quickly and correctly can help to reduce any potential risk. The safe
way to remove a tick is to use a pair of fine-tipped tweezers, or an easy-to-use device which can be
purchased from pharmacies or vets. Then:

e Grasp the tick as close to the skin as possible. Pull upwards slowly and firmly, as mouth parts left in
the skin can cause a local infection

e Once removed, apply antiseptic to the bite area and keep an eye on it for several weeks for any
changes

e Call NHS 111 if the person begins to feel unwell or develops a circular red skin rash, often described
as a bull’s-eye rash, and remember to tell them that the person was bitten by a tick.

Physical Education Earring Update

| am writing to remind you of our policy around piercings and PE lessons at Haylands Primary School. The
policy is designed to ensure our students and staff members have the safest experience in their PE lessons.
The policy is based on national guidance issued by the Association for Physical Education (AfPE) and has
the best interests of our students at heart.

AfPE guidance states that:

“Schools have a duty of care to ensure students are able to participate actively without unnecessarily
endangering themselves or those working around them. A clear and consistently applied policy for the
removal of personal effects should be in place. The Association for Physical Education (AfPE) strongly
recommends the practice of removing all personal effects at the commencement of every lesson to establish
a safe working environment. This applies to all ear and body piercings, including retainer and expander
earrings.”

It has therefore been stated in our policy for a number of years that students should not participate in any
form of physical activity whilst wearing earrings or jewellery. This helps ensure all students and teachers are
safe and leaves no grey areas. \We accept that piercings take time to heal and this can be up to 6 weeks. We
would therefore always advise that if a pupil is considering piercing their ears, this is undertaken at the
beginning of the summer holidays so as to maximise healing time. Any piercing that cannot be taken out at
school will ultimately be detrimental to your child’s physical education.

Earrings at Haylands:

* [fastudent arrives to a PE lesson wearing earrings, they should take them out and place them safely
with their belongings.

* Students must not tape up earrings.

* If a student is unable to remove a piercing due to healing time, you must provide their teacher with
evidence of when the piercing took place and provide an estimate as to when they can remove the
piercing and take part fully in PE.

+ Students with earrings will be allowed to act as a helper or referee in their PE lessons but will then
take a non-participant role in any competition/contact or physical element of the lesson.

* Once students can remove their studs we recommend that on the days they have PE / Games they
do not wear them for the full day.

* |If a student refuses to take their earrings out, after the designated healing time, this is considered
defiance and students will be sanctioned accordingly, in line with the school’s behaviour policy.

* For consistency, this policy applies to all practical PE lessons, fixtures and extracurricular sports
activities.

* Teachers cannot take responsibility for earrings or other valuables at any point.

Thank you for your ongoing support as we continue to strive to give all students at Haylands Primary School
the best experience possible in PE.
